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ance study processes on 76 North Da-
kota offices, understaffed offices and 
stressed employees continually ex-
pected to deal with less resources and 

tools to manage their offices.   

This past week HR 2309, the ISSA bill, 
passed out of subcommittee on party 
lines.  The bill would create 2 new ad-
ministrative agencies in addition to the 
Postal Service and the PRC. The agen-
cies would have the authority to over-
ride the Postmaster General and re-
write the union labor contracts.  The bill 
would eliminate 6 day delivery, force 
employees eligible for retirement to be 
laid off before junior employees and tar-
get 15,000 Post offices for closure to 
save the one billion dollars his bill re-
quires.  We must keep a watchful eye on 
this bill to make sure that it does not 
get any more traction.  It is a òperfect 

stormó in the making.

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Presidentôs Update, Nov. 1, 2011 

 

We are in a holding pattern. Whether we have enough fuel to 
continue in this pattern or if there will be landing spotsðsoft 
landing spots or crash landingsðis the looming question. 
NAPUS is doing everything in its power to avoid a crash 
landing. Right now, we believe the Postal Service is on the 
same page and is committed to avoiding a crash landing, 
which could come as early as January. 

I know there is a lot of anxiety among Postmastersðand not just those on the current closure list. My message to Postal 
Headquarters has been clear: Vacant offices not under consideration for closing need to be posted; offer Voluntary Early 
Retirements (VERs), along with attractive incentives for those who are eligible; and establish a RIF-avoidance process. All 
of this has to be done to avoid a crash landing; we quickly are running out of fuel. 

I want to give you a brief update on the most critical issues we have been addressing since my last Update. 

Postal Regulatory Commission (PRC) 

Retail Access Optimization Initiative (RAOI): Testimony has been submitted and the interrogatories, cross-examinations 
and hearings are completed. A couple of more Briefs should be all that is left before the Postal Regulatory Commission 
(PRC) issues their advisory opinion which is expected by early December. Those who were at the national convention in 
Puerto Rico heard Ruth Goldway, chairman of the PRC, tell us the PRC issues an opinion. But it is up to the Postal Service 
whether or not it follows that opinion. NAPUS is on record as an intervener in the RAOI. We submitted testimony on SOV 
from National Vice President Curt Artery and the impact of closing small post offices from retired Postmaster Rita Zilinski. 

While other interveners chose to hire attorneys to represent them, NAPUS used its own Director of Government Relations 
Bob Levi. I attended two days of cross-examinations and have read Bobôs briefs and questions. I am satisfied he represent-
ed NAPUS well and did an excellent job with his expertise and professionalism. Any new developments in regard to this 
and other issues will be posted on NAPUSô website. 

CFR 241: As Charlie Moser stated in his update on Oct. 27, ñThe Postal Service has filed a ófinal ruleô with the Federal Reg-
ister that would redefine consolidation and make it possible to arbitrarily change a main post office to a station or branch.ò 
In the past, the term ñconsolidationò applied to changing the status of a post office from a main post office to a station or 
branch, as well as changing the status of a USPS-operated facility into a contract postal unit (CPU). 

This newly issued final rule changes the definition of ñconsolidationò so that, starting Dec. 1, 2011, the term will apply only 
to converting a USPS-operated retail facility into a contracted unit. That means the Postal Service can, at will, simply decide 
a main, independent post office is now a secondary branch or station. Our argument has been the new procedures erase 
the concept of consolidation from 39 USC Ä 404(d) by regulation, when such a change should require congressional action. 
NAPUS believes that under the same statute, the Postal Service is required to employ the ñdiscontinuance processò prior to 
such a facility change. The Postal Service claims it has the right to make the change on its own. 

The other final rule change states: ñA Post Office may be operated or staffed by a postmaster or by another type of postal 
employee at the direction of the postmaster, including when the postmaster is not physically present.ò We believe the Post-
master Equity Act precludes changing 39 CFR 241.1 in a way that would allow post offices to be managed by someone 
other than a Postmaster. 

Also in his update, Charlie stated: ñThe course of action on the newly issued final rule with the Federal Register is currently 
under discussion among NAPUS and League leaders and legal counsel.ò We have a telecom scheduled this week to dis-
cuss our options. I urge you to review Charlieôs message and check the NAPUS website often for updates. 

Congressional Issues 

Three bills are pending before Congress that deal with the Postal Service. Earlier this year, Sens. Tom Carper (D-DE) and 
Susan Collins (R-ME) and Rep. Darrell Issa (R-CA) introduced comprehensive postal reform proposals. Presently NAPUS 
understands that Sens. Carper, Collins, Joe Lieberman (I-CT) and Scott Brown (R-MA) are working to draft a bipartisan 
postal reform bill that they expect to present to Congress in November. The specifics of the bill still are up in the air, though 
we expect that the bill would address the costly retiree health care pre-funding payments. 

On Thursday, Oct. 13, I attended the House Oversight and Government Reform Committeeôs markup of H.R. 2309, co-
sponsored by Issa and Rep. Dennis Ross (R-FL). This legislation, which NAPUS opposes, would make extreme and funda-
mental changes to how the Postal Service operates. You can read more about this meeting in a featured article by Karen 
Young, Gazette publisher, in the October/November issue, which mails at the end of this week. I also urge you to make

frequent visits to the NAPUS website, specifically Bob Leviôs eNAPUS Legislative Bulletin. 

USPS Headquarters Issues 

Reduction-in-Force (RIF) and RIF Avoidance: In my last update, I told you NAPUS and the League sent a joint 
letter to Megan Brennan, COO, requesting a meeting with senior management to discuss ELM 354.23, 
ñImplementing RIF Avoidance.ò We were notified last week that Brennan has designated Doug Tulino, manager, 
Labor Relations, to meet jointly with us. My priority will be that consideration be given to finalize early-out incentives 
and placement procedures to be used. Also, that Postal Headquarters post frequently asked questions (FAQs) for 
Postmasters on the Blue Page. I know a significant number of our members are in a holding pattern, waiting to see 
the offers. Postmasters should make a decision only after giving careful consideration to their needs and the needs 
of their families.  

Last week, Charlie, Ed Ruff of ACS, NAPUS Education & Development Chair John Galera and I worked to develop 
an education page for our website. We are excited and enthused by the ideas that were circulated. We also got Na-
tional Editor Drew Martin involved with his expertise in video communications. This will be a great addition to our 
website. John will be sharing more information with you in his column in the Gazette and will keep you updated as 
we progress. 

The phrase most often used these days is ñfast and furious.ò Can you believe we had a snow storm that came 
through the DC area fast and furious at the end October? Yes, October. The Washington Post stated: ñOn average, 
Washington has historically received its first snowfall of an inch or more on Dec. 29. And snow has fallen in October 
in Washington only 15 times since the late 1800s.ò  

This now adds to my list of changes in the Washington, DC, area since Sharon and I moved here: the biggest bliz-
zard in 100 years, the highest pollen count ever, the hottest summer, the most days with temperatures in the 90s, 
the strongest earthquake since 1879 and the first occurrence of an earthquake and hurricane in the same week. I 
said earlier this year I wouldnôt be surprised if the leaves didnôt change color. My prediction came close; this snow 
storm surely cut the changing of the colors short. But, believe me; dealing with multiple weather issues is much eas-
ier than simultaneously dealing with multiple issues that can have a dramatic impact on Postmastersô careers and 
quality of life.  

As the PMG said in his address to Postmasters in Puerto Rico, there is a possibility some may not have landing 
spots. I hope my message is clear that we have not given up and will continue to push forward as we:  

ß work with Headquarters to ensure landing spots for all affected Postmasters. We want to be sure our Postmas-
ters have the same opportunities that others before us have had. 

ß work with Congress to lessen the financial burden of our employer. 

ß work with members of our Post Office Preservation Committees to protect rural post offices. 

ß maintain communications on our website with factual information so it continues to be responsive to our mem-
bership.  

ß remind our members to ignore rumors, take responsibility for your employment future, take care of yourself, 
keep yourself and your family informed and show compassion, understanding and patience as we proceed 
through these uncharted waters.  

It is always good to add prayers, too. In your prayers please remember Kevin Romeyn, National Postmaster Repre-
sentative. Kevin is scheduled for a kidney transplant. After going through the medical screening process, Kevinôs 
wife Trina was found to be a perfect match to donate a kidney to him. The transplant team has scheduled the sur-
gery for November 14

th
